Pastor David Lange offered prayer this evening.
PUBLIC PARTICTPATION

Mayor Palmore stated he had several cards this evening and asked that everyone hold their
comments to five minutes.

Reverend Denise Williams, 115 N. Fourth St., Pacific, MO stated she is the Pastor of the Pacific
Presbyterian Church and the Co-Chair of Franklin County Long Term Recovery Committee. They are
requesting information/permission on housing flood recovery work teams at 301 W. St. Louis St.
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currently zoned residential. Mayor Palmore stated she needed to speak to Dan Rahn in the Building
Department. Alderman Johnson asked what the time frame was. Reverend Williams stated that they have
had to turn teams down already. Mayor Palmore stated she needed to speak with the Building
Department.

Susan Cunningham, 3730 Sunset Drive, Pacific, MO stated she is a co-leader for the Community Garden.
She stated this was their 5 year with 12 gardeners working 23 plots. They did have damage from the
flooding. They are looking for a small lawn mower to mow pathways, need new soil, and trash pickup.
Alderman Pigg thought their container was already supposed to be delivered. City Clerk Barfield stated
she would follow up with Progressive Waste. :

Ron Grubbs, Indian Hills Drive, stated he was trying to develop in Indian Hills and needed clarification.
Mayor Palmore suggested he request a copy of the last meetings minutes and a recording. Attorney
Hamby stated that one of their Real Estate Specialist did look into this and will call him tomorrow to go
over this. He understood that a neighbor questioned if the ordinance becores null and void if not
recorded in 90 days. Attorney Hamby stated they could discuss this tomorrow.

Harry Engelhart, 2940 W. Osage, Pacific, MO thanked the Board, Mayor Palmore and the City for getting
Jensen’s Point done. This project was started in the early 90°s and it took a generation but it is done. The
second item was that there would be an auction for Mr. Sansone on April 16, 2016 and requested closing
St. Louis St. from First St. to Second St. from 5 am. to 7 pm. He has already spoken with every business
owner and Chief Mansell about this. Motion made by Alderman Gass, seconded by Alderman
Johnson to close St. Louis St., from First St. to Second St. There was discussion of the 5K also being
the same day. There was discussion of changing the 5K route, and Chief Mansell would need to approve
this.

_ Operations Committee — Alderman Johnson stated that they have had two meetings discussing the

Chicken ordinance and would like to see a proposed ordinance come before the Aldermen that mocks the
City of Eureka’s. Mayor Palmore stated that City Attorney Hamby can draft the ordinance and if it is
ready before the meeting the City Clerk can e-mail it out to everyone. He asked if there were comments
on the ordinance for them to come back to the City Clerk and then ‘come before the Board at the next
meeting. Alderman Johnson also stated that she saw the flyer on the dais this evening regarding the bulky
item pickup. She understands the bulky item pickup is included with the trash bills. She asked if this was
going to eliminate the City doing a bulky trash pickup. Mayor Palmore stated it would, and again the
citizens are already paying for it on their waste bill, and they can have one item a month picked up.
Alderman Johnson asked if the three mattress across from the Eagles could be picked up. She also
thought that we owed it to the citizens not to cut off this service, since we just went through a flood.
Mayor Palmore stated the service was not being cut off, but didn’t think the City should pay for it again,
when the citizens were already are paying for it once. We are trying now to get money back from all the
dumpsters that were put out during the flood. If this City wants to endure the costs of another Bulky
Trash Pickup then we should discuss it further. This cost would come from the general fund. Alderman
Johnson asked how the people were being notified of the change. Alderman Johnson asked for a vote of
the Board regarding eliminating the bulky trash. Mayor Palmore stated the bulky trash pickup is not
being eliminated. In the past the City limited the items to 6 items per household, now they can put out 12
items in the vear, they just need to call and schedule it with the trash company. Alderman Johnson stated
she was not in favor of this, unless it was communicated well with the residents. Public Works
Commissioner Brueggemann stated he did obtain prices and a 40 yard dumpster would cost about

$ 1,000. City Clerk Barfield stated if the Board allowed, she could put it on the website, and a message
on the water bills. Alderman Johnson thought a separate mailing should be done. Motion made by
Alderman Gass, seconded by Alderman Bates to have a special mailing regarding the changes to the
bulky trash pickup this year.

Administration Committee — Alderman Bates stated there is a meeting on April 11, 2016 to continue the
search for a City Administrator. And he needed 1o schedule another one to review three different request
from the Union. Committee members decided on April 21% a meeting would be set for this issue. Both
meetings will be at 6:30 pm.
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Alderman Johnson stated that there was an Operations Meeting scheduled for April 18, 2016 at 6:30.
This meeting will be at the Tri-County Senior Center for a round table discussion with Smith Foods. She
requested Engineer Rahn, Terris Cates, and Jeremey Lay be present.

REPORT OF CITY OFFICIALS

Alderman Filley — Thanked the Mayor for bringing up the bulky trash pickup as she was receiving calls
about this also. She asked for an update on the Request for Qualifications for the bathrooms at Liberty
Field. Engineer Rahn stated he hoped to have that out next week. Next she asked Chief Mansell how the
search was coming along for the two officers to fill the vacant positions. Chief Mansell stated that he was
waiting on approval from the Mayor. Mayor Palmore asked that he send him the resumes of the two
prospects.

Alderman Myers — stated he received a letter from Rita Duncan and apparently she sent a letter to the
State also regarding the intersection of Viaduct St. and Thornton Road. Her request is the signs for the I-
44 on ramp be moved. Several tractor trailers turn onto Hogan Road thinking this is the way to get on
I-44. Mayor Palmore asked Engineer Rahn to look into this. Chief Mansell stated he has suggested they
paint [-44 right on the ramp. Mayor Palmore stated that he and Dan will contact MoDot. Alderman Pigg
thought the same thing should be done at the intersection of Osage and Lamar. Next he stated the 5K at
the Senior Center was on April 16, He would like to pick up some of the City’s cones to mark the route
and then he would return them when the race is over. Mayor Palmore stated he did not see a problem
with that. Motion made by Alderman Filley, seconded by Alderman Pigg to use the City’s cones for
the layout of the 5K race. A voice vote was taken with an affirmative result, and Mayor Palmore
declared the motion carried. Alderman Myers stated he would like to donate the machine and the
operator to remove the stumps at Liberty Field before the grand opening. No one had any objections to
this. His next concerns was the Trowel Club at the Masonic Lodge, they received sewer back up from the
flood and his concern is the check valves. How can we stop this from happening? Public Works
Commissioner Brueggemann stated they pumped for six days right down the street from there. He knew
a policy had been discussed in the past. Attorney Hamby stated he was working on putting together the
ordinance for the next meeting.

Alderman Bates — stated he also received calls about bulky trash pickup. He then thanked Alderman Gass
for all his service since this was his last full meeting. Mayor Palmore stated that we rely on Ed for his
advice and help and hope he is willing to continue to be a reliable source.

Alderman Gass — stated he spoke with Public Works Commissioner Brueggemann about the sidewalk
drains at Vicki Leah’s being scheduled. He continued that they all received an e-mail from the City Clerk
about the lagoon and the extension being granted. That was good news. He then asked about the
reservoir repair, this has been out of service and there is one cell with no water in it that needs repaired.
Mayor Palmore stated the water fund is depleted. Alderman Gass stated he has brought up raising the
rates, and this is going to have to be done at some point. Mayor Palmore agreed, we are losing money on
selling water, and our water is the cheapest around. Alderman Gass asked about Lift Station # 1 repairs.
Engineer Rahn stated this was being worked on. Next he asked about the junk yard at the end of Elm St.
This is south of the tracks, and there are two properties on the east side. Engineer Rahn stated the house
has been condemned. Mayor Palmore asked that I send the Attorney what has been done in the past.

Alderman Johnson - stated the stripping on Lamar Parkway is very faded and asked if we could paint
this. Public Works Comimissioner Brueggemann has it measured for the next budget.
